THE PRINT: As you can see above this is a unique print that any train aficionado should love to
display in their home. It's an oil print on paper with an image size of 17" X 23" and is signed by
Mr. Sowinski and it is framed. It is valued at $100. We can't thank Ken Steele enough for
donating this unique print for our Special Raffle #3.

THE ARTIST: Stanislaus J. Sowinski, known as "Stan" to friends and family, was an
accomplished Painter, lconographer, lllustrator and Teacher. Stan was born in Milwaukee
Wisconsin on May 7, 1927. He died at his home in Rancho Bernardo California on January 8,
2010 at the age of 82.

Stan Sowinski studied art in Milwaukee before joining the Navy in 1945. He spent 26
years in the Navy, having four sea commands, including a 21-ship squadron during the Vietnam
war. He painted during his entire Navy career, finding ways to keep his skills sharp and his
passion active even while stationed aboard ships at sea. During that time he had one-man
shows in Washington D.C., the U.K., Japan, and the Philippines. Stan also showed at a special
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government sponsored exhibit at the U.S. Embassy in London.
He retired from the Navy in 1971, taking up permanent
residence in San Diego County, and painted, taught art
courses, exhibited and completed many special commissions
for many churches and public buildings in the San Diego area.

Stan had his early art training in High School where he
studied with the former President of the Wisconsin Watercolor
Society, Edward Boerner. Later, when WWII ended, he
enrolled in night courses to study with the California
Impressionist, Alfred Mitchell. Upon discharge from the Navy
he enrolled in the San Diego School of Art. After a year he
transferred to San Diego State University where he was
. graduated with a BA in Arts/Education.

e As his artistic talents grew and multiplied Stan became
STANISLAUS SOWINSKI an authority and master of the Byzantine style Icon, and has
completed many special religious theme commissions and
placed large scale Icons in Orthodox and Catholic churches
throughout the San Diego area. His large scale oil paintings grace the walls of a university,
corporate headquarters, restaurants, city halls, and many public buildings.

His most recent accomplishments include a 6' X 18' oil dyptych for the University of
California, San Diego, and the complete interior Altar Design and five very large oil paintings in
traditional style for Saint Mary's Church in Escondido, California.

In September 2006 Stan was commissioned to do a special painting related to his Polish
heritage, a historical reenactment of "Pulaski and the Battle of Savannah,” which was unveiled
before a large audience in the Veteran's Room in the Polish Cultural Center, Milwaukee
Wisconsin. This commission was further honored by being placed in the center's permanent
display for the public to view and enjoy.

A few of the more notable publications in which he appears include the International
Who's Who, Who's Who in the West, Who's Who in American Art, and Falk's Who Was Who in
American Art (featuring his work from 1950 back).

HOW TO SERVICE WORM DRIVE MOTORS
By Jim Weatherford

All Lionel Diesels and many of the larger
steam locomotives use some form of worm gear to
power the drive wheels. Most diesels use the
vertically mounted motor while the steam
locomotives utilize the in-line mounted (at an angle)
motor. The post war Lionel steam locomotives are
the 671, 681, 682, 726, 736, and 2020. The pre-war
700E, the early post war Steam Turbine and
Berkshire, the 773 Hudson, and the older dual
motored F-3's have a horizontally mounted motor
incorporating a gear box to transfer power from the
armature shaft to the drive wheels.

Let's assume you have removed the cab or
the boiler and have access to the motor and all the
electrical wiring. Unsolder the wires from the "E"
unit that are attached to the brush plate and the
field terminal. Also unsolder the field wire so the
brush plate can be completely removed. Now
remove the machine screws that hold the motor to
the chassis or drive trucks. Some vertically
mounted motors have one screw that is removed
from the bottom of the power truck while the in-line
motors have two screws you remove from the top of
the chassis. The motor should be completely free
of the chassis and wiring. (Some locos have wire
clamps to the light or coil couplers you'll have to
remove).

Remove the two machine screws that hold
the brush plate to the field core and gently pull the
brush plate off. Don't lose the brushes or coiled
brush springs (if your motor has them). These are
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the easy ones. Some diesels have the two
rectangular speed nuts with the springs and cups
that have to be removed to free the motor and drive
wheels from the chassis. Fortunately, you don't
have to remove the speed nuts to service the
motor, just remove the brush plate and lift the
armature straight up and out.

The motors that have the worm gear as an
integral part of the armature can now be easily
broken down further for a more thorough "lube, all,
and filter." Those motors with the gear pressed on
the armature shaft should not be dismantled any
further unless the gear needs replacing.

Let's now dismantle the motors that have
internal bearings. Remove the "E" clip near the end
of the armature shaft above the worm gear. You
can now pull the armature out of the motor. There
should be two sets of bearings and four thrust
washers that will slide off the shaft. Some older
motors (late 1940's) have loose ball bearings and
when they're dry | mean loose!! Be very careful not
to lose any of the individual bearings. (If some of
the loose bearings fall into the motor case between
the two bushings, retrieve them before proceeding.)

There are approximately nine bearings in
each loose set. The majority of the bearings in the
newer locomotives are encased so handling is
facilitated. Now clean the bearings and washers in
mineral spirits to dissolve all the old grease. | use a
soft tooth brush to scrub everything.

Also, clean the armature shaft and the rest
of the motor. (Check to ensure the commutator is
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not loose on the armature shaft by holding the field
with one hand and try to twist the commutator with
the other. The motor probably won't start on its own
if the commutator is loose. Armatures are relatively
inexpensive so | recommend you replace any
defective ones you encounter.)

Clean the commutator with a pencil eraser
or a very fine abrasive; we don't want to scratch the
copper surface. Clean the three commutator slots
with a pointed stick. (We are having fun now, aren't
we?)

OK, pack the bearings in a lightweight
grease and let's reassemble the motor. The thrust
washers go on each side of the bearings. You'll
have one set inside the motor in front of the brass
bushing and one set outside the motor on the other
side of the bushing. | always turn the bearings so
the open side is up to help contain the grease.
Always put a small amount of grease in the well on
top of the bronze bushing when working with the
motors with the loose bearings to keep them
contained before installing the armature.

| use a small screwdriver with the end
coated in grease to install the small bearings one at
a time. Once both sets of bearings are properly
installed, re-attach the "E" clip and spin the shaft to
check for binding. It should turn smoothly and
quietly. (Check end play on the armature. There
should be very little up and down play. If there is
some play, put an extra thrust washer in to reduce

it.)

Put the brush plate back on, install the
brushes and you're ready for the next step. Always
clean the brush plate and brushes of all old dirt and
grease before you reassemble. The motors with

the gear pressed on the end of the armature shaft
can be oiled through the hole in the motor housing
since you can't disassemble the motor to get to the
bearings without removing the brass pressed-on
gear.

Clean the gear box of all old grease and re-
pack with new lightweight grease such as Lubriplate
630-AA. The motors that are dual worm drive (the
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older F-3's, the 700E, the old turbines, and some
726's) should not be over-greased.

The power truck of the F-3's has to be
further broken down to get to the gears. Once you
have removed the motor, unsolder the roller pickup
lead (front truck only) from the "E" unit terminal or
the relay terminal and separate the power truck
from the power frame assembly (chassis). The
front truck has the coil coupler bracket that will have
to be removed. Remove the centering spring ("U"
shaped) and set aside. Unsolder the wire that goes
to the coil coupler. Turn the truck over and remove
the small shouldered screw the holds the shield.
Set the shield aside.

Unscrew the two flathead screws that hold
the apron to the truck, lift the drawbar off the pivot
stud and remove the coupler, drawbar, and apron
from the truck. Now remove the four screws that
hold the truck frame cover.

All the gears are now exposed. You can
remove the worm shaft assembly and the two worm
shaft bearings for cleaning, oiling, and greasing.
Go ahead and remove the two screws that hold the
two truck side frames to the truck. Turn the truck
over and remove the two 4-40 roundhead screws
that hold the collector assembly. Set it aside.

You now have the truck as bare as you can
get it without removing the wheels. | don't
recommend further dismantling unless you have to
replace wheels, gears, or axles.

Clean the truck of all old grease, buff the
wheels, oil the axles, and put grease on the worm
wheel gears. Clean the worm shaft assembly, oil
the worm shaft bearings, and install in the truck.
Pay close attention to the shaft bearings; they are
tapered and must go in the proper way so the worm
gear will engage the worm wheels on the axles.

You'll know if everything is correct once the
truck frame cover is back in place. Spin the worm
shaft gear (that's the one that protrudes through the
frame cover); all four wheels should turn smoothly
and together. If you feel any slipping, check the
shaft bearings for the correct seating. Also check
the wheels and the gear on the axles to make sure
they are secure.

Coat all gears with the lightweight Lubriplate
grease. DO NOT GREASE OR OIL THE WORM
SHAFT ASSEMBLY BETWEEN THE WORM
GEARS! | made that mistake the first time |
serviced my F-3 and it would hardly run because
there was too much grease.

Put the collector assembly back on the truck
being careful to route the wire for the coupler in the
small channel and the power pickup through the
slot in the frame cover. Now put the apron and
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coupler assembly back on the front of the truck.
Solder the coupler wire, install the shield, and put
the centering spring back in place.

Ensure the collector assembly was installed
correctly by performing a continuity check. The
power pickup should be isolated from the truck
frame. Also check the coupler by applying 16 volts
AC to the slider shoe and to ground. The coupler
should work. If you get any short circuits, recheck
the collector assembly for pinched wires or
improperly installed insulators.

Install the truck side frames making sure
they are on straight before tightening the binding
screw. This operation will run you through the front
truck servicing for the F-3's. The rear truck is
similar although you can't remove the worm shaft
assembly without removing the retaining plate for
the dummy coupler. | don't recommend doing this
since the retaining plate is riveted and you can
service the truck well enough without taking out the
worm shaft.

At this point | should briefly refer to the
motors on the diesels that are mounted with the
rectangular speed nuts. There is a small ball
bearing in the plastic bearing housing where the
end of the armature shaft is inserted to maintain
alignment. Do not lose the bearing, the armature
rides on this bearing and proper operation is
impossible without it.

Al LTERTT UERD
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We're now in the wrap-up stages of the job.
Reinstall the motor(s) and resolder all the wires
back to the brush plate. Test run the engine then
install the shell or boiler. | hope you'll now feel
more comfortable performing some of your own
maintenance.

NEW FLASH: SAN DIEGO VINTAGE TROLLEY READY TO ROLL

The official unveiling of the Vintage Trolley #529 with ceremonial runs on the Silver line for VIP
invitees only will take place on Thursday, August 18, 2011 at 11 a.m. The invitees will gather below the
clock tower at 12th & Imperial Avenue (HQ of MTS) amid much fanfare. Speeches by Chairman of the
San Diego Vintage Trolley and the MTS boards, Harry Mathis, his Honor, the Mayor, Jerry Sanders, and
other dignitaries, as well as the volunteers and donors who made a dream become a reality. The public
is welcome to witness the unveiling.

Work on this first car has been ongoing since 2006; all volunteer labor and generous donations
from those who believe in the return of the PCC cars to the streets of downtown San Diego. The car's
cost added up to nearly $850K, which is big savings when compared with having the work completed in
Pennsylvania at a cost of $1.5M + tax and round trip truck transportation. This car is better than new. It
is truly a labor of love for all the people of San Diego and our country to enjoy. San Diego will become a
destination for street car lovers from all around the entire country.

The San Diego Vintage Trolley, Inc. has a fleet of 6 PCC cars that they intend to restore and put
back into service. The first is #529. Dave Slater (Restoration Project Manager for The San Diego
Vintage Trolley, Inc. and President of The San Diego Electric Railway Association, Inc. and AGTTA
Member) decided on this number because it is the next road number after the last PCC San Diego
Electric Railway operated. Dave says “This way, no one can say "Oh, this isn't correct, or that isn't
correct, based on recollections”. The next car, #530, has been stripped and is waiting to go to body
and paint. Dave reports they need 100k to begin this process, but is confident that once our patrons see
what a beautiful product we have made they will want to be in for the next car.

Regular scheduled revenue service is planned to begin on Saturday, August 27, 2011. The fare
will be $2.00, seniors and handicapped - $1.00. The route is the Downtown Loop, which will be about a
20 minute ride.
