JANUARY 2012 TECH TIP

OILING & LUBRICATION
By Jim Weatherford

Here are some Tips from Jim’'s vast store of
knowledge on the proper oiling and lubrication of
model trains.

How To Oil - Don't over oil the armature at the
brush plate, too much oil will get on the brushes
and cause future misery. Do oil the side rods and
valve gear on the steam engines, lightly of course.
Do oil the axles at the bushings. Don't oil the
brushes. Do oil the gear end of the armature on
the other side of the motor. Don't oil the whistle or
horn relay. Don't use heavy oil, use lightweight
machine oil. Never oil iron core electromagnetic
plungers. Don't oil any moving parts on the E-unit.

How To Degrease - Clean iron core plungers with
a tuner cleaner or a degreaser made for electrical
components. (This works especially well for E-
units.) Always check plastic parts for compatibility
with the degreaser before spraying, some plastic
will melt. You can clean the gearboxes, wheels,
axles, brush plates, whistle relay armatures, pickup
assemblies, or anything that has a buildup of old
grease and dirt. Remember to reapply new, clean
oil or grease if needed.

External Lubrication on Steam Locomotives
Use light weight machine oil on the side and drive
rods at each motion point. Oil the valve gear and
the crosshead guides. Oil the armature at the
brush plate and also at the gear end. Don't oil the

Many thanks to Eddie Jablonsky for contributing thi
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brushes. Oiling the moving parts every four
hours of operation will ensure longer operation
without wear on the side gear.

Lubricating The Whistling Tender -  You can
keep your whistling tender performing as its best
with a little periodic maintenance. Remove the
shell and oil the armature shaft at the brush
plate. Don't oil the brushes!! A lot of the older
tenders had a oil wick on the brush plate.
Saturate that with lightweight oil also.

Wheel And Truck Maintenance Tighten
coupler head with pliers. Bend, if necessary, the
coupler so it is the same height as the rest of the
cars. This should be parallel with the track.
Adjust the armature plate on magnetic couplers
so the knuckle pin is tight against the coupler
bottom. Clean the wheels with fine wire brush or
hobby tool buffer. Degrease the axles at the
wheels and re-oil with lightweight oil. Clean the
side frames with WD-40 and a soft toothbrush.

Roller Pickup Maintenance - Don't use oil on
roller axles, use spray degreaser. Buff the roller
using a hobby tool with a fine abrasive wheel, or
use fine sand paper to remove dirt, grease, and
corrosion. Make sure the roller turns freely on
the axles. Replace if worn too much (has a
pronounced groove).
