Each
locomotive in the series had a unique paint
scheme, incorporating elements of each of the six
major railroads that merged with Union Pacific: the
Missouri Pacific, Western Pacific, Missouri-
Kansas-Texas (Katy), Chicago & North Western,
Southern Pacific, and Denver & Rio Grande.

The Heritage Series marked the fifth time in
company history that Union Pacific has painted
locomotives in colors other than the traditional UP

HOW TO REPLACE THE 1033 POWER CORD
By Jim Weatherford

The 1033 90 watt transformer was
inexpensive, easy to use, multi-purpose, and had
medium power output. They were sold separately
and were included in many sets. Only Lionel
knows for sure how many of these transformers
were produced from 1948 through 1956; | know
they're at every train meet in quantity and are still
realistically priced.

The 1033 90 watt transformer is subject to
many of the ailments that plague its larger cousins,
i.e., bad power cord, loss of whistle control,
malfunctioning circuit breaker, and dirty contacts.

The variable track control (the right hand
control) provides output when using the A and U
binding posts from a minimum of 6 volts to a
maximum of 16 volts. Using the B and U bindings
posts allows a variable voltage of 0 to 11 volts.
You can obtain constant voltages of 5, 11, and 16
from the accessory posts. The whistle/direction
control handle will provide temporary power
interrupts when twisted to the left and will impress
a DC pulse on the track voltage to activate the
steam whistle or diesel horn relays when twisted to
the right (5 volts are added to compensate for the
losses of the whistle control circuit). There is inter-
nal circuit breaker protection but no indicator light.

One major disadvantage of the 1033 is the
16 volt maximum output. Characteristically, as you
load an unregulated transformer by more than 50
percent, the voltage available to the track
decreases. So a word to the wise, don't use this
transformer to run large layouts or any of the dual
motored diesels with lighted passenger cars.

This Tech Tip will address replacing the
power cord. Symptoms of a bad power cord are:

a. cracked, brittle, or split insulation,

b. erratic power output especially when

moving the cord near the plug, and

C. nho output at all.

If you're uncertain about the condition of
the power cord, test it by bending it double,
squeezing it near the bend, and observing if the
insulation cracks. Always bend it the opposite way
and check for cracks again. If in doubt, replace
the cord. Replacement cords with molded two-
prong plugs are available at most hardware stores.

Safety Precautions:  Caution is important when
working with the high voltage input to the
transformer. DO NOT attempt any of these repairs
if you have any doubts or are uncomfortable about
working with electrical wiring. Take the defective
transformer to a qualified Lionel repairman.
Always put the case back on before plugging in the
power cord.
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REMEMBER TO ALWAYS UNPLUG THE
POWER CORD FROM THE OUTLET WHEN
WORKING ON THE INSIDE OF THE
TRANSFORMER!

Follow these steps to replace a defective power
cord:

1. Remove the two handles (red and black). Lift
straight up at the pivot point. Usually you can
remove it by hand. If too tight, use two
opposing flat blade screw drivers (slide them
under the bottom of the handle) to pry the
handle up.

Remove the four terminal post binding nuts.
Remove the four Phillips head case screws.
Remove the bakelite case and set it aside.
Unsolder the power cord at the two lugs. Be
careful not to break the small primary core
wires that are looped around the solder
eyelets.

HINT: | like to cut the old power cord about an
inch from the solder eyelets so | don't have to
fool with the long cord.

6. Separate the end of the power cord about 2
inches.

7. Strip 1/2 inch of the power cord insulation off
each wire.

8. Twist the stranded wire so there are no loose
strands and tin the wire.

9. Using needle-nosed pliers, put a small bend in
the middle of the tinned end. (See Picture 4.)

10. Heat the solder eyelet and insert the tinned
wire. Do the same for the other wire. (See
Picture 5.)

11. Tie a single knot in the cord to act as a strain
relief at the point where the cord leaves the
case. (See Picture 6.)

12. Put the case back on the transformer and
secure it with the four screws.
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13. Put the red and black handles on the control
posts.

14. Plug the power cord in the wall outlet and test
the voltage output of the transformer at all
posts.
