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NOVEMBER 2011 TECH TIP

Tightening a Loose E-Unit Switch
By Jim Weatherford

The function of the E-unit switch in your
locomotive is to allow the operator to lock the E-
unit in a chosen position, ordinarily forward. This
is accomplished by moving the lever to its
alternative position, thus disconnecting the coil
ground from the E-unit frame. If the rivet that
attaches the switch lever to the E-unit frame is
loose, the ground circuit is not maintained and the
lever can move slightly and return ground is lost.

The E-unit coil requires both track “hot” and
“ground” to work properly. Every time the power is
lost, even momentarily, the coil, when reenergized,
will pull the plunger up to cycle to the next position
which is usually neutral. Ordinarily, this situation is
controlled by the operator when the transformer
power is changed.

A loose E-unit switch can cause you misery
as your locomotive runs around the track. A slight
bump will make the E-unit lose ground temporarily
and shift into neutral. Or, it may shift twice and go
into reverse. Further, it may not cycle at all and
just stay in forward.

Any of these conditions will result in a loss
of operational enjoyment and the problem needs to
be fixed.

If your E-unit lockout switch is loose,
there're a couple of things you can do to tighten it.

a. Ease needle-nosed pliers behind the
rivet and gently tighten it. Many of the e-units coils
are too close to the frame and you can't get the
pliers in place. Don't force the pliers, you may
damage the coil wires. (I modified my needle-
nosed pliers by grinding a flat spot on the outside
of one arm. This allows the arm to more easily
slide behind the rivet so the other arm reaches the
rivet head. Now you can squeeze the rivet to
tighten it against the tension disk.)

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b. This easy procedure works well. Polish
the surface of the ground eyelet and fill the
opening with solder. You can file the eyelet with a
machinists file, sand the eyelet with fine
sandpaper, or buff it with an abrasive disk on a
hobby tool. Whatever method you use, the
purpose is to enhance the bonding of the solder to
the eyelet. (Make sure the solder level is higher
than the original eyelet so the lever “foot” will be
forced on top of the solder.) This will ensure the
lever will be tight and complete ground to the
solenoid coil.

DO YOU ENJOY GARDENING? GREAT!
You can combine that interest with large
trains. It's called garden railroading. The
lush greens of the trees, graceful curves of
the track, and the persistent rumbling of a
train work in harmony to form a slice of
everyday life in miniature.

The difference between a traditional
indoor model railroad and a garden railway
is the difference between realism and reali-
ty. An indoor layout creates the illusion of
reality by using artificial materials — moun-
tains are made of plaster or foam, and rivers

are created using plastic resin. A garden
railroad brings everything outdoors.
Mountains are made of dirt, rivers are real
water, and rocks are actual stone.

While this hobby may be new to you, it
has been around for more than a century,
primarily in Great Britain. In the United
States, garden railroading achieved some
popularity in the 1920s and ’30s, but nearly
died out by the end of World War II. Its
resurgence was due in large part to the
advent of colorful LGB trains from Germany
in the late 1960s. As the company introduced
