INTERESTING RAILROAD STUFF

Question : What year did the railroads start to
replace the "bad rails" to prevent the "snake
heads"?

Answer : The first iron T rails, imported from
England, were laid in 1831 on the Camden and
Amboy (later Pennsylvania Railroad), but this was
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an innovation slow to catch on due to cost. Strap
iron rails laid on top of wood stringers were
common into the 1850s. These usually lasted only
a few years. Snakeheads were one of the
common hazards. The North Carolina Railroad,
built beginning in 1852, was laid from the
beginning with T rail. But not until after the Civil
War did some southern railroads finally replace
with T rails.

Quote from the Petersburg Intelligencer,
July 1851, on the Raleigh & Gaston RR: "There is
scarcely a piece of iron on the road of six feet
continuous length. But what of that? The cars
jump from the iron to the wood rail, then skip a
while on mother earth, then jump fiercely on a
shakehead, mash it down, and go on their way
rejoicing in a speed of some eight miles an hour.
As to a 'run off" [derailment], the Engineer does
not care the smack of his finger for that. He is
used to it, and can, with his assistants, replace a
train before the snoozing passenger knows that it
has encountered any thing more formidable than
an ordinary bump with snake head."

New Stamp Honoring Owney — One Special
Postal Dog - During the late 1880'’s, a dog, likely a
terrier mix, appeared in the Post Office in Albany,
New York, where clerks took a liking to him and
named him Owney. Found of riding in postal
wagons, Owney followed mailbags onto trains,
where Railway Mail Service employees considered
him their good-luck charm. As Owney traveled the
country, clerks affixed medals and tags to his
collar to document his travels, and Postmaster
General John Wanamaker gave him a special dog-
sized jacket to help him display them all. Owney
later toured the world by steamer and became an
icon of American postal lore. His adventures
highlight the historical importance of the Railway
Mail Service, and today he enjoys a place of honor
at the Smithsonian Institution’s National Postal
Museum in Washington, D.C.

The new Canadian Government
wak eager o bulld the rall lne to

In late 1885 after live years of
construction, Conada moarked its own
Promontory, Liah when the last spike
was hammered home 6 unite the
Canadian Pacific Railway from the St
Lawrence Hiver to e Pacific Ocean.

June 28, 1886 was called the secomnd
most important  event In Canada,
aurpassed only by the conlederatiog o
the couitry. O that day, a E2-car train
departed from Montreal on the first
transcontinental train voyage. Six days
Iater, the train arrived in Port Moody,
British Columbia — 294 milés Ihom
Montreal.

I June ol 1953, the CF placed the
largest train car arder in the history of
the Buchd Company. A total of 173 flubed-
side cars  were manufadtured  in
Philadeiphia, PA for The Canodian and
her sister train, e Dorminion.

Daring  1954=1955 the CF took
delivery of the 173 stainless stec] cars
which gave them enough equiprment for
two transcontinental trains in each
directhion. Seven types ol cars were
prodduced by the Budd Companry: 18
Baggage/Dormitary Cars, 30 First Clazs
Conches, 18 Dome-Copch-Buflet Cars, 29
Sleeping - Cars (Chateau Series), 42
Sheeplng Cars (Manor 3erles), 8 Dinlng
Cars, and 18 Observation-Domme Cars,
